A quorum was not available, so the meeting proceeded on an informal basis, with no official actions taken or ratified.  Any actions recommended will be re-visited when a quorum is available, and ratified at that time.

The minutes of the previous meeting (August) were not available – Sheridan was absent due to the recent death of her mother.  Stan and Barry took minutes for this meeting.

Bill Clark asked about the Summit, including attendance, etc.  Figures were reviewed, the Summit discussed, and possible changes for future Summits, including location, were discussed.  

Procedures for the upcoming election were discussed.  No one had yet reviewed the summary compiled by Penny.  Jim will review and contact Elly and/or Penny to discuss and plan for the upcoming elections.  Barry noted that he planned to only be around for one more year, while Bill Clark noted that Jim Irish “cannot do this forever.”  Sheridan reportedly will also not be running for re-election.  Barry will ask her about a possible replacement.  All noted that we need to do some recruiting.

For the Treasurer’s report, Penny was also unable to attend, but had provided us with the report to review.  It was clarified that Sheridan had written some checks, not that she had some to deposit from the Summit.  We reviewed the Summit income and the YTD Budget.  

It was noted that the Summit dates for next year are already reserved:  August 14 & 15, 2008.  The board need to be involved in negotiating and approving the contract for the next, and future, Summit, and ensure that all terms, times, etc.,” jibe.”  Further, we need to be more competitive in negotiating rates, etc.  All ACOW attendees, including REAC and Seaops staff, were to count toward the room count requirement in order to get a free meeting room.  Apparently, the new management team at the hotel took the position that there was no “free” meeting room.

Under legislative issues, Jim Irish reported that the upcoming legislative session begins the 2nd Monday in January.  Prefiling of bills occurs in December and January.  For legislation to be considered, sponsors need to be found, the bill drafted, and information needs to get to the Code Revisors office by Thanksgiving.  Agencies can propose up to 5 bills to the Governor.  DOL has already filled its bill quota, and none proposed pertain to appraisers.  

We need to get information from DOL as to the issues/topics proposed, and determine if we can or need to act on any.  Need to have this done by November so we can review with T.K. Bentler, our lobbyist.  Jim Irish will find out from Ralph Birkedahl at DOL, and will forward this information to us.

We discussed the REAC commission in view of its need for staggered terms, and current vacancies, and how to better address for the future.  A couple of options exist:  have the governor appoint members, or attempt to have the legislature make REAC autonomous.

In terms of legislative issues, the consensus was that we focus on the following items, in terms of priorities, for the upcoming session, etc.:

· Refining REAC/DOL relationship/move to make an autonomous board

· Eminent Domain: Appraiser Compensation

· Lien Law changes

We also discussed consumer loan companies, in terms of oversight by DFI.

Discussion followed on Labor & Industries/Employment Security issues:  when is a Trainee an “employee”?  It was noted that a trainee was not likely to be an “independent contractor,” and that if you layoff a trainee, you likely will need to have unemployment compensation available.

The final item for the meeting was Jim Irish overviewing the Rule Changes procedures.  Jim also noted the email he recently sent to the AG’s office.

The meeting was adjourned.
