The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as corrected (typo on page 3).  It was moved and seconded that the agenda for the meeting be approved. The treasurer’s report was approved as presented

The president reported the recent statistics for certified and licensed and certified appraisers:

Eighty-six out of 110 newly registered trainees or licensed or certified appraisers of volunteered their email addresses for contact through list- serve. The next REAC meeting is scheduled for Nov 16 at the Renton City Hall 7th Floor at 1055 Grady Way.  The next Mortgage Broker Commission Meeting is scheduled for Novembe4 14 at the same location.  An appraisal Qualifications Board Rule change has been proposed that will allow up to 7-hour attendance credit for participation in a single REAC meeting.  Barry Wilson moved and Stan Sidor seconded a motion to inform Ralph Birkedahl that ACOW has no objection to this change. 

Discussion ensued about commission member terms.  Jim Irish suggested that ACOW contact the code reviser’s office, but stated that Ralph Birkedahl preferred that ACOW go directly to the governor’s office.  The question arises whether code revision is a responsibility of the executive or the legislative branch.  It was mentioned that no one from east of the mountains is volunteering to be appointed. 

The Treasurer’s report was approved as presented.  A discussion of the low attendance at the Summit Conference ensued. It was noted that there were some complaints that the topics tended to relate more to commercial appraisers than residential appraisers.  A major topic for next year’s meeting was suggested to be appraisal of green buildings.  This was proposed as a topic that would appeal to both residential and commercial appraisers.  

The treasurer reported that ACOW had received $175.00 in individual contributions over the past month and $1082.19 total for this year.  The treasurer suggested that Seattle Operating Systems send out thank you notes from Jim Irish. 

A Summit Conference Committee was appointed to take care of early planning for the next meeting.  The committee is to review old contracts with the Summit Inn and to suggest good programs for next year’s Summit topics.  Jim Irish made a motion that we talk to SeaOps about developing a blended list of appraisers from all participating organizations.  The motion passed.

A discussion ensued in regard to finding a voluntary webmaster to help ACOW stay on top of the material that appeared on the ACOW web site.  Penny Crowe said that she would look into possibilities for achieving this, possibly as a college student project. 

Penny Crowe presented an invoice from Seattle Operating Systems for $937.66.  She moved that ACOW pay the check.  Barry Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  Penny Crowe also brought up the issue of payment of director’s insurance.  It was agreed to table the motion until the next meeting. Stan Sidor said that he was planning to get together with Alan Safer and Jim Irish to discuss strategies for encouraging a fuller organization participation in funding ACOW.  

Meeting dates and times were discussed. It was pointed out that Dec. 6 was an undesirable meeting date and that ACOW should consider changing it.  The desirability of requiring a 24 hour attendance notice for participation in Tacoma ACOW meetings was suggested as a change worth considering.
