A quorum was established.  The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as revised. (Next REAC meeting date is scheduled for November 14, 2007.)  It was moved and seconded that the agenda for the meeting be approved as revised. The treasurer’s report indicated that there had been little activity except for a $95.00 donation.  The treasurer’s report was approved as presented. The monthly bill from Seattle Operating Systems in the amount of $975.00 was presented.  Stan Sidor moved that the bill be paid and Steve Juntila seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

The annual premium  for insurance for ACOW Board members was presented in the amount of $1,200.  A short discussion followed.  Board members are insured up to one million dollars.  Steve Juntila move that ACOW pay the premium and Barry Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion passed. 

 Under Old Business, Stan Sidor made a report on the status of the Washington Eminent Domain  Task Force.  Prior to participation from ACOW there had been no participation from the real estate community (including Right of Way or Appraisal).  Currently those appraisers attending include Jim Irish, Stan Sidor and Tom Stowe.  Currently a major concern is to establish a floor for payment to appraisers and to clarifiy the difference between relocation and eminent domain.  The Board agreed that continued ACOW participation was essential.

Under Old Business/Administrative Topics/Website:  Steve Juntila and Penny Crowe agreed to work together to try to locate a student or volunteer to oversee the ACOW website.   

In regard to DOL criteria for hiring of investigators for the Appraisal Program, Jim Irish stated that he was telling the Attorney General’s Office that there must be meaningful language supporting the disciplinary action when an appraiser is suspended or revoked.  Ralph is currently working on the CR102 to address the problem of three levels of continuing education. The Rules Hearing is to be November 9, 2007.

Under new business, Shirley Baenan reported on the REAC Education Committee work to establish criteria for appraisal educational offerings and for teachers of courses leading to appraiser certification or licensing.  She said she would email a paper copy of the their final recommendations to members of the ACOW Board.  She suggested ACOW might get advice from REAC about how they wished ACOW to proceed in regard to the education issue.  A plan to make recommendations to REAC for educational requirements to be added to the WAC’s was tabled until the next meeting so that members of the Board would have a chance to review the appropriate materials being forwarded by Shirley Baenen.

The Appraisal SubCommittee (ASC) is planning a visit to the Washington REAC meeting sometime next year.  ACOW should start planning now to meet with the SubCommittee members while they are here.  

Barry Wilson provided a brief review of HR 3837.  He said this year’s bill was similar the Ney Bill last year.   The bill requires an interior inspection by an appraiser for a house to qualify as collateral for a purchase  loan.  The 2055 Fannie Mae form would no longer be acceptable.  Barney Franks is the major supporter for this bill and most Democrats support it. 

Meeting dates and times were discussed. Stan Sidor will provide us with a new meeting schedule for 2008.  He noted that July 4th meeting date will be changed to July 11, 2007.

The potential for term limits for REAC members was put forth as an idea that ACOW might consider endorsing.  Steve Juntila pointed out that he had been a REAC member for 8 years and was ready to step down.   

Penny Crowe stated that she is asking Mike Gudder of SeaOps to contact ACOW representative for information.  

The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
