A quorum was established.  The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as revised.  It was moved and seconded that the agenda for the meeting be approved with the addition of the budget for 2008 as an agenda topic.  The treasurer’s report showed a current net worth of $8,450. The treasurer’s report was approved as presented. The monthly bill from Seattle Operating Systems was presented.  Barry Wilson moved that the bill be paid and Mark Noble seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

Under the topic Upcoming legislation, the Federal HR 3915 was discussed including 3837.  It passed the House and was sent to the Senate December 3, 291 to 157.  It was read twice and sent to a Senate Committee.

Under State Legislation, the governor is addressing the issue of REAC member terms.  The next appointments(December 2008) will be for 3-6 year and 2-5 year terms.    The Department of Financial Institutions has no legislation planned.  According to Debra Bortner, the number of new loan originators that have been licensed as of December 6, 2007 is 6,000. According to the Attorney General, the next meeting of the Eminent Domain Task Force has been scheduled for April, after the current legislative session.  

Penny Crowe gave a report on the website maintenance.  Jim Irish  recommended that ACOW find someone other than Seattle Operating Systems to maintain the website because someone else could do it more cheaply.  He suggested that ACOW Board members could do it for themselves or possibly hire a student.   

The board meeting schedule for 2008 was discussed. To clarify the schedule for July, when the Independence Day holiday can interfere with the normal meeting schedule, and for September, when attendance at the board meeting is often affected by the proximity to the Labor Day holiday the following change was made: Motion by Mark Noble, second by Barry Wilson: The wording on the website describing the month meeting schedule will be changed to:

“ACOW Board meetings are regularly held on the first Thursday after the first Monday of each month except for July and September when they are held on the second Thursday after the first Monday.”
The meeting was adjourned at approximately 7:35 PM.
