The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as presented.   The Treasurer’s report was accepted as presented.  Bills presented by Jim Irish and Sheridan Shaffer for travel expensesfor trips to Kennewick and to Shelton, Washington on ACOW business were approved

ACOW president Jim Irish made a brief report in regard to the format he has been using for the ACOW agenda.  He stated that he has tried to fold some newsletter items into the agenda.  He promised that he would try to produce the agenda a little earlier in the week so that members might be able to review the agenda prior to the meeting.  

Wendy Munson reminded the Board that Jim Irish had volunteered to provide some advice to the Real Estate Appraisal Commission in regard to the issue of whether or not the DOL licensing category of “Licensed Residential” should be eliminated. Jim Irish stated that he believed that FIRREA was silent on this issue, but suggested that we could be more stringent than FIRREA,  The discussion that followed included the possibility that instead of eliminating the category, we might enact rules that would make it uncomfortable for appraisers to remain in that category for any length of time. Jim Irish stated he would continue to look for additional information relative to this topic. 

There was some discussion in regard to the delay that the Department of Licensing seems to experience in providing discipline in a timely way.  The question arose that the DOL might not have an adequate budget to handle the investigations, etc. that arise as part of this task.  Members agreed to make aggressiveness on the part of DOL disciplinary action a part of the ACOW report to REAC in August. 

Jim Ormiston made the By Laws Committee Report in which he requested that the final draft of language changes to the by laws (as presented to the Board in email form) be accepted.  Bill Clark moved that the changes be accepted as presented and Barry Wilson seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  As a point of clarification it was stated that ACOW is currently incorporated as a 501 C6 corporation.  It was agreed that Elly Snow of Seattle Operating Systems should be asked to verify this information. 

A draft of a handout regarding procedures for voting for ACOW directors was presented to meeting.  The handout is intended to be given out at the Summit Conference in August.  The draft was approved for distribution at the ACOW Summit Conference.  

Wendy Munson presented a draft of a motion for ACOW to state that it finds merit in the proposal to amend the WACs to allow trainees to take Basic Appraisal Principles and Basic Appraisal Procedures during the first year of training and for ACOW to request REAC to hold a hearing on the topic at its August meeting to evaluate the current situation and to review the comments of the REAC Education Workgroup. Chris Monger, MAI, and Will Bedford, trainee, presented telephone commentary about how they believe trainees may be forced to take inferrior quality educational classes in order to become trainees under the current regulations.   The motion was passed on a roll call vote, 3 yea votes to two nay votes.

A detailed discussion was held in regard to potential speakers for the ACOW at the Summit Conference.  Recommendation included Todd Britisch, President of New Home Trends, Justin Morton, Appraisal Institute, Washington D.C.; and Ralph Birkedahl, DOL. Richard Hagar volunteered to provide back up with several presentation that have already been approved by the State of Washington for continuing education.

It was moved and suggested that the speakers be offered overnight accommodations at the Summit Inn and tickets for the lunch and bar-b-que aw well as an honorarium of $100 as a thank you for their participation.  The motion was passed. 

 It was moved and seconded that the format for the ACOW at the Summit seminar be similar to the format for last year’s conference.
