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MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF JULY  14, 2005
In attendance were Jim Irish, Bill Clark,Chuck Munson, Wendy Munson, Sheridan Shaffer, and Barry Wilson.   The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted as presented.  The treasurer’s report was discussed and accepted as presented. 

 A discussion was held in regard to the potential income and expenses  relative to the August ACOW at the Summit program planned for Snoqualmie Pass.  The barbecue would either feature hamburgers or shishkabobs.  Jim Irish pointed out that the menu expense for the hamburgers (over $20.00) was the major cause for complaint in the feedback received at the last Summit Meeting.  Bill Clark recommended that the cost of the barbecue not be printed separately on the next brochure, but be made a part of the seminar cost.  The other members present endorsed this idea. 

Sheridan Shaffer and Barry Wilson briefly outlined the various topics covered at the Real estate Appraiser Commission Meeting July 8th including the formation of an Education Committee headed by Michael Lightbourne, the development of Commission bylaws, and the presentation of “ draft 8” of the proposed Washington Administration Code relating to the implementation of the

new RCW’s for trainee registration and supervision. 

 In the ensuing discussion, ACOW members expressed concern over the proposal that educational review by the State Appraisal Program (for continuing education credit)  might have a required fee that matched the fee currently being charged by the Appraisal Foundation.  Several members felt that this high cost might stifle the development of new continuing education courses by local members of the appraisal community.    It was suggested that the fees should be kept  more in concert with the fees currently being charged by the real estate program for brokers and salespersons.  

Two major items in “draft 8” of the proposed WAC’s drew the attention of the ACOW members.  The first was the requirement that trainees be located within 375 miles of the supervising appraiser.  The consensus was that this requirement should be changed to require that the trainees and supervisor both be required to reside in the state of Washington. The second was in regard to the number of appraisals on which the supervisor must accompany the trainee to the subject property,  It was moved and seconded that the number of appraisals requiring accompaniment  should be changed to 20 the first year and 10 the second year and that for all 30 of these, an interior inspection should be required (rather than permitting drive-by inspections to count).

It was recommended that a letter be sent to David Santhuff repotting the ACOW Board support for these changes and that Cheryl Favier and Steve Juntila be provided with copies of the letter.
