The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as presented.   The Treasurer’s report was accepted as presented.  Treasurer Bill Clark expressed his concern that the ACOW funds had dwindled to a low point.  He stated that ACOW was half way through the year and had expended 87% of the year’s budget. Jim Irish stated that the Appraisal Institute, Seattle Chapter, had only been forthcoming in paying 50% of its annual amount and that he had a check from that 
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chapter that needed to be deposited.  Bill Clark stated that he needed to know which organization members had paid dues and which had not.  Bill Clark further requested that a fund raising committee be appointed.  Bill Clark, Jack Fredrickson, Sheridan Shaffer and Jim Ormiston were named to the committee.  Dean Potter requested that a list of ACOW “successes” be mailed to him so he could send out a fund raising letter. The bill from Seattle Operating Systems was presented and some concern was expressed in regard to the amount of the bill.  Bill Clark said that he would request further details in regard to the bill.  It was moved and seconded that the Seattle Operating System bill in the amount of $1,758.25 be paid.  

Jim Irish made a brief report in regard to the status of the DOL Appraisal Program.  Online renewal is now available.  Barry Wilson reported that he had just renewed his license using the online program and that it was a satisfactory method of license renewal. 

In regard to the Department of Licensing enforcement strategies, questions arose about the Department policy of publishing or not publishing enforcement activities, including the names of appraisers who had been subject to disciplinary actions.  Jack Fredrickson said that this issue has been brought up many times before and the Attorney General has advised the Department against publishing.  Apparently there was an aversion to publication because of the potential for law suits.  Bill Clark pointed out that other programs under the Department of Licensing publish the names of persons subjected to disciplinary actions and the nature of the violation.  He asked why the Appraisal Program should not be treated equally.  Bill Clark moved that ACOW take the following stand:

ACOW supports uniform standards for publication of disciplinary actions with the Business and Professions Division of the DOL, especially in regard to the Real Estate Program and the Real Estate Appraisal Program.  

Barry Wilson seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.  
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Barry Wilson, Bill Clark and Jim Irish reported on their meetings with the DFI and Mortgage Brokers Rule Making Panel for 208-660 WAC.  Richard Hagar also  represented appraisers’ interests at the meetings. They had strong input in helping to develop the list of prohibited practices and defining the meaning of “appraisal.” The new rule was given preliminary approval on August 9 and will now go to the Code Reviser’s Office and will then be set up as part of the WAC’s.  













The format will be question and answer with such questions as, “If a ask for a comp check, am asking for an appraisal?”  The Appraisal Program will have reciprocal WACs with those for mortgage loan originators.  There will be a web site study guide with about 1,000 questions.  ACOW would like to see about 100 of those be about appraisals.  

Discussion about the ACOW at the Summit Program included preliminary number of paid attendees – 34 for Friday and 25 for Thursday.  It was agreed that the honorariums should be checks for $100 and that the checks should be made out in advance by Seattle Operating Systems and given to the speakers at the seminar.  

Sheridan Shaffer made the Operating Guidelines Committee Report stating that some serious work had gone into the idea of having the meeting notice be made a part of the preliminary agenda and be sent out on Friday prior to the meeting.  No action was taken on this idea but Bill Clark stated that he would like to receive both in a timely fashion.  

There was some discussion in regard to proposed changes to education required by the appraisal program WAC’s for trainees. There was some debate as to whether the Appraisal Institute Class Schedule would accommodate trainees who want to go to work right away.   Barry Wilson reported that all Western states are requiring at least all 75 hours recommended by the AQB for trainee registration:

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Under pending federal legislation, it was reported that HR 1295 may not have sufficient sponsors and will not be an issue this congressional session. 

Under New Business Dean Potter brought up the question of whether or not there should be a limit on how far back in time allowable appraisal experience should be permitted. After extensive discussion, the ACOW Board recommended that this issue be studied before any new rule is adopted.   It was moved and seconded to request Dean Potter to investigate further and report back at the next meeting.  The motion was passed.  An additional question arose in regard to why the Appraisal Program allowed no continuing education credit for teaching courses in appraising.
