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MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF DECEMBER 8, 2005

Voting members in attendance were Bill Clark, Sheridan Shaffer, Barry Wilson, Penny Crowe, Jim Ormiston, as well as Diane Johnson by teleconferencing.  Also present were Jim Irish and Stan Sidor. Elly Snow, Seattle Operating System, was in attendance by teleconferencing.  

The meeting opened with Barry Wilson making a report from the Bylaws Committee in regard to revisions to the Bylaws, Articles of Incorporation and Administration.  He stated that ACOW had not previously been empowered to make changes to the Bylaws because there had not previously been a formal meeting notice that possible changes to bylaws would be considered at the upcoming meeting. Since the meeting notice for the current meeting does contain a formal notification of possible changes to the Bylaws, he moved that the Bylaws changes that had been voted on at previous meetings be formally adopted before the meeting proceeded any further.   These changes include: 

1. Meeting attendance by teleconferencing shall be considered equivalent to attendance in person,

2. The Annual General Membership Meeting shall be held on the first Thursday following the first Tuesday of December or such other date as my be determined by the Board of Directors,

3. The Class of Organization Members shall include one statewide chapter equivalent comprised of the entire body of non-affiliated appraisal professionals.

4.  Voting may be by voice vote or in writing.

Jim Ormiston seconded the motion.  Diane Johnson asked if she was entitled to vote.  She expressed concern that that the IAAO had rules against participation in lobbying.  She was told that as the representative of a member organization she could vote.  She was also informed that ACOW was prohibited against partisan lobbying and that the organization was prohibited for giving money to individuals running for office.  The motion was passed.

Barry Wilson made a motion to accept the final form of the draft revisions to the Bylaws.  The motion was passed.  It was moved and seconded that the Bylaws Committee report back to the regular Acow meeting on potential changes to section 3.2 (Individual Members).

It was moved and seconded that the proposed slate of directors be approved.  The motion was passed unanimously.

Bill Clark nominated Jim Irish as the sixth members of the board of Directors.  Jim Ormiston seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously.  Bill Clark moved to adjourn the Annual Meeting and Penny Crowe seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

The minutes of the previous meeting was read and corrected to clarify the typo related to the insurance quote of $1,200. The minutes were accepted as corrected. The Treasurer’s Report was accepted as submitted.  

The teleconferencing participants in the meeting (Diane Johnson and Elly Snow) left the meeting.

It was moved and seconded that the slated of officers be approved.  The motion passed unanimously.

Under President’s Report (Agenda Item 5), the status of the DOL program was discussed including the need to coordinate meeting venues and dates for REAC and ACOW meetings.  It was suggested that a meeting be set up between Lee Mallott (Real Estate/Appraiser Programs Administrator) and ACOW officers to discuss this matter and other matters of concern. It was also suggested that Dean Potter and/or other REAC members be enlisted to work with the new director in co-ordination with ACOW.

 February 17, 2006 was identified as the potential date for the ACOW seminar “ACOW Before Spring II” to be held in the Tacoma area following the REAC meeting.  Specific venue had not been identified.  Suggestions for potential subjects for presentation included:

1. Hot Topics

2. Implementation of Trainee Rule

3. Understanding Scope of Work

4. Emerging Issues (Engagement Letters, Non Banking Forms, Scope of Work.

5. Smorgasbord

It was noted that the Appraisal Institute is currently doing Scope of Work seminars.

The DOL will revive last year’s HB 1395 to reinsert the original language from RCW 18.140 that was unintentionally removed as part of the addition of the Uniform Regulation of Business and Professions Act.  The DOL has requested ACOW’s support.  Sheridan Shaffer noted that an entire ACOW meeting had been devoted to developing desirable changes to that language and that the ACOW Board members should be given a copy of their previous work on this issue before accepting HB 1395 or proposing any new changes.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
