The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as presented.   The Treasurer’s report was accepted as presented.  The Treaurer indicated that ACOW appeared to be in need of additional funds.  Following discussion, Jim Irish appointed a Budget and Finance Committee to be scheduled to meet September 14, 2006.  In additional to Bill Clark (ACOW Treasurer), other members chosen to serve on the committee were Barry Wilson, Jim Ormiston, and Sheridan Shaffer.    Jim Ormiston moved and Barry Wilson seconded that Elly Snow be asked to provide detailed time sheets to assist the ACOW Board in understanding the Seattle Operating System invoices.  Jim Irish said that the ACOW Board needs more detailed information in order to plan intelligently for future activities. Furthermore, the Board needs to have a history of how much money each of the seminars has produced and the attendance level for each seminar.   The motion made by Jim Ormiston  passed unanimously.  

ACOW president Jim Irish made a brief President’s report stating that he would be developing a new agenda format based on the formats that had been suggested to him.   He promised that he would try to produce the agenda a little earlier in the week so that members might be able to review the agenda prior to the meeting.  In his review of the Department of Licensing status, he noted that the DOL Appraisal Program Website had become less user friendly and expressed concern that the Appraisal Program had been rolled into an omnibus DOL site.  In response to a query, Ralph Birkedahl had indicated that list of trainee names would be included on the website by some time in October. There was some discussion regarding potential database sharing between ACOW and Kinja regarding ListServ, but the issue of obtaining consent was problematic and it was agreed that the sharing of information without consent was inappropriate.  Jim Ormiston moved that ACOW should not share its email database with DOL or any other organization or governmental entity.  Barry Wilson seconded the motion and it was passed.  

The potential ACOW position paper submitted to ACOW by Richard Hagar was discussed.  It had been sent to some of the ACOW Board members in an email entitled “The Start of Something Big.”  Since not everyone present had received the email, it was decided that the email should be forwarded to the Board members prior to the next meeting for possible revision and editing, then it could be made a priority agenda item for the next meeting.  Jack Fredrickson asked to recuse himself from this discussion due to his seat on the Real Estate Appraisal Commission (REAC).  After the draft is revised it should be sent to the Appraisal Program Manager, the Director of the DOL, and REAC should be sent a courtesy copy.  

      Jim Ormiston made the Operating Guidelines Committee Report and presented a potential agenda format and a “Suggested Procedures for Meeting Notices and Agendas.” A motion was approved to adopt the Procedures for Meeting Notices and Agendas, the Friday Notice format and the Friday Preliminary Agenda format recommended by the Operating Guidelines Committee. 

 The Board recommended that the “Suggested Procedures”  be considered a goal for operation and that it be tried during a test period of three months, then reviewed for practical changes and determination if it should be put into permanent use.  Jim Irish noted that he would soon be celebrating his 70th birthday and noted that the “Suggested Procedures” encouraged input in the agenda development.  He stated that he would appreciate all the help.   

A detailed discussion was held in regard to the ACOW at the Summit VIII Conference. The Summit feedback on the evaluation sheets indicated that the attendees were generally pleased with their experience.  One suggestion for improvement was that more CE credit be offered.  The expenses for the seminar were reviewed.  The Seattle Operating System bill for the month of August was $1,772.79  $650.00 was paid to the Summit Inn for lodging and meeting rooms (including 8 room nights at $81.80 each).  It was moved and seconded to pay the Seattle Operating System bill of $1,772,79.   The motion passed. 

Under new business there was discussion about potential topics to consider in regard to the November 17 REAC meeting.  Concern was expressed in regard to the limitation to 2 hours of continuing education credit for attendance at commission meeting by the Appraisal Foundation and the proposed draft that would completely eliminate CE credits for attendance at state meetings. 

Dean Potter brought up the issue how long into the past experience is allowed to accumulate for the  purpose of credit towards licensing.  The clarification indicated that experience was permitted if it had occurred in the past five years for residential licensure  and in the past seven years for general licensure.  

The teleconferencing system needs to be renewed within 100 days by means of reregistering.  Jim Ormiston made a motion to direct Elly Snow to reregister the teleconferencing system, Sheridan Shaffer seconded the motion and the motion passed.
