The minutes of the previous meeting were postponed.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted as presented.  The Treasurer indicated that Seattle Operating Systems had developed a new format for the Treasurer’s Report and that they had billed ACOW $309.08 which the treasurer opined “seemed to be reasonable.”  The potential retainer for T.K. (lobbyist) was discussed and it was decided to discuss this matter with T.K. before any final decision was made.  It was moved and approved to pay the Seattle Operating Systems bill.  Discussion followed in regard to potential funding and the fact that the Seattle Chapter of the Appraisers’ Institute was withholding dues payment for the second half of the year, apparently due to a shortfall in their own income. 











ACOW president Jim Irish gave the President’s report stating that the ACOW members who had been meeting with the Department of Financial Institutions and with WAMB have had a great impact on the Mortgage Practices Act and on the associated WAC’s.  They felt they had been particularly effective in 
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bringing about language that would clearly prohibit many kinds of lender pressure on appraisers and that would make clear what loan officers were and were not permitted to do in their interactions with appraisers. Richard Hagar emphasized that loan officers and mortgage brokers must be licensed and that appraisers should request their licenses.  He recommended that ACOW send out a letter to all appraisers in regard to obtaining lenders’ licenses be before accepting appraisal assignments.  Jim Irish said he would draft a letter with WAMB. 

Jim Irish said that he had received a question from Jack Fredrickson on behalf of the Real Estate Appraisal Commission from their August 7, 2006 meeting in regard to a number if items:

· What constitutes significant assistance?

· What constitutes a trainee?

· What is a trainee?

· What is an assistant?

· Are they one and the same or is an assistant someone who doesn’t want to get registered?

It was agreed that the WAC’s (Chapter 308-125 13) are fairly clear on the issue of “significant assistance.”   However, it was suggested that the phrase”collection of data” should be replaced with “selection of data” and that it might be added that “any person not certified or licensed as an appraiser or registered as an appraisal trainee is prohibited from providing significant assistance in the development or reporting of an appraisal.  The two questions relating to a trainee should be answered in the rules for trainee registration. One potential clarification of the work provided by an assistant was put forth as follows: Anyone who is not a licensed or certified appraiser or a registered appraisal trainee cannot provide assistance that includes analytical work (exercising discernment and discretion) that leads to an appraisal conclusion.  After some discussion, it was decided that the ACOW members would work further on language defining the activities that distinguish an assistant from a trainee.
