The Annual Meeting was called to order at 5:15 p.m.  Please note, the Yakima chapter of the International Right of Way Association has been removed from the above  list due to information from them that their chapter is in the process of merging with another chapter.  They suggested that their name should be removed as a separate chapter.

 Those attending the meeting announced their presence and organizational representation (if appropriate). It was determined that there was not a quorum present for the Annual Meeting.  

Barry Wilson moved that the Annual Meeting be recessed until such time as there was a quorum present and further moved that the current officers and directors continue in their positions until a quorum for the Annual Meeting could be established or until such current directors or officers are removed from their positions.  The motion was seconded by Jim Ormiston and was unanimously passed.  The Annual Meeting was recessed until January 4, 2007 or such time as a quorum could be established. 

The regularly scheduled Dec. 7 ACOW Meeting was called to order at 5:25 p.m. The minutes of the last portion of the November minutes were presented by Jim Ormiston and were accepted as presented. The Treasurer’s report was presented including an invoice from Seattle Operating Systems (SeaOps) for $476.58. Barry Wilson moved and Penny Crowe seconded authorization for the treasurer to pay the bill.  The motion was unanimously passed. The Treasurer further reported that ACOW was currently 6% over budget and that the decrease in income for projected annual income was 20%. The ACOW current net worth was $19,000.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted as presented.  

The President’s Report commenced with a formal thank you to Richard Hagar for his regular email reports concerning fraud prosecution activities.  Richard Hagar replied that his Fraud Website was a useful way to keep up date on current activities. The website for various links is: http://www.fraudproblem.com/updates/   Richard cautioned that  all appraisers should closely research all residential sales.  He indicated that in almost every instance, one or more of the sales in his searches is fraudulent because the purchase price was inflated.

Jim Irish suggested that SeaOps should be asked to add a link to the Fraud Website to the ACOW website (ACOW-WA.org), but Sheridan Shaffer moved that the motion be tabled until after the President’s  Report. Penny Crowe seconded the motion.   The president reported on the current status of the Department of Licensing including discussions with Ralph Birkedahl in regard to upcoming legislation to reinstate the The motion passed. 

The president reported on the current status of the Department of Licensing including discussions with Ralph Birkedahl in regard to the  DOL’s effort to modify provisions concerning the uniform regulation of business and professions (HB1395) which had  died when the last session ended. It was generally agreed by legislators that it should been approved this session since there was no apposition. Jim had contacted T.K. in regard to ACOW’s continuing support of this measure. By motion duly made, seconded and approved unanimously, ACOW will prepare a bill that includes those items from HB 1395 that apply to appraisers

There were no new committee reports. The Bylaws Committee was asked to research a means to waive a provision of the bylaws so that ACOW could hold an annual meeting even if a quorum were not present.

Under old business – the following board members were appointed to establish Organization Member contacts for ACOW and to encourage participation in the upcoming annual meeting: 

Barry Wilson is to call the IAAO reps. 

Bill Clark is to call the NAIFA reps. 

Penny Crowe is to call the ASA, AI Inland Chapter and IRWA Seattle Chapter reps. 

Sheridan Shaffer is to call the NAIFA Cascade Chapter rep. 

Jim Ormiston is to call the AI Columbia Basin Chapter, IRWA Spokane and Yakima Chapter reps.

Sheridan Shaffer reported that she had received a list of the email addresses to whom the meeting notices, agendas and copies of the minutes were sent.  She said that the list SeaOps had sent was so large that she was unable to open and read it, but estimated from the portion she could view, the list might have as many as 600 addresses on it.  Sheridan stated that she was uncertain that ACOW intended  that these items be so extensively broadcast.  She asked that the item be postponed to the next meeting for further discussion.  

At approximately 7:00 p.m. Sheridan Shaffer signed off the telephone conference line and was unable to rejoin the meeting.  The rest of the minutes for this meeting were compiled by Jim Ormiston.

Jim Irish reported on the need for lists of mortgage brokers and loan originators, and a list of Appraisers.  Jim reported that REAC received a concern that some appraisers are using MLS photographs of sales and not actually inspecting the sales.  The concerned party thought all appraisers should be required to disclose their source of photographs.  During the ACOW discussion of this subject, it was noted that, while a good business practice, neither the USPAP nor FNMA, nor other standards require photo sources and that such a practice need not be codified.

According to Jim Irish, Ralph Birkedahl reported that as of 12-7-’06 there were 3,881 registered appraisers in the state, including trainees.  In November, 47 new trainee applications were received.

Jim I. also summarized the discussion of the Uniform Regulation of Business and Professions Act.  REAC also discussed the licensing fee for “Inactive” appraisers.  The ACOW discussion of this subject centered on the need for certain conditions to be met before reactivation.  For instance, an “Inactive” appraiser should spend a minimum amount of time (6 months?) under the supervision of an active appraiser and a complete a minimum number of hours of continuing education before reactivation.

The matrix to define Significant Assistance needs additional input before finalization.  Barry Wilson offered to follow up with Dean Potter on this subject.

The subject of Lien Rights for Appraisers was discussed.  This issue was in the draft of the 1994 bill but received substantial resistance at that time and was therefore removed.  There may be legal ramifications to such a law.  Lien rights were enacted to protect tradesmen or journeymen and may not be available to professionals.  Sheridan will ask her student that said Alaska has a lien law for appraisers to help her research the Alaska law.  Jim Irish and Barry Wilson will ask those interested in such a law to help research the subject.  Lien rights will be on the agenda for the January meeting.

Jim Irish reported on his discussion with T. K. Bentler in light of ACOW’s current financial condition.  It was moved, seconded and approved that ACOW will continue with the current agreement with T. K. for lobbying on behalf of the appraisal profession in Washington state.

Under New Business, the 2007 meeting schedule was set.  Jim Irish will inform SOS for changes to the website of the 2007 meeting dates as well as the board decision in November to have meetings held at LHL in the EVEN numbered months and at a location to the south in ODD numbered months.

It was noted that the Spring Meeting has resulted in a loss each of the past three years.  Considering our financial condition, it was agreed by consensus that there will be no Spring Event.  

It was reported that a draft of the letter to be mailed for memberships and donations had been sent by Ellie to Jim Irish, Sheridan and Bill.  The draft was not available for discussion.

By motion duly made, seconded and approved, the expenditure of $1,200 for Director and Officer liability insurance for 2007 was authorized.

It was decided that, with Stan Sidor’s consent, the January meeting will start at 6:00 P.M.  It will be decided at that meeting if the start time for all future meetings will be restored to 6:00 P.M.

It was agreed by consensus that the Meeting Notice format recommended by the Procedures Committee at the September will be used for the next three meetings and then reviewed.

Since the lack of a quorum prevented the Annual Meeting at this time, it was agreed that the Annual Meeting will be held at the time and place of the January Board Meeting.

Meeting adjouned.
